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DHA PARTICIPATES IN FEDERAL ROUNDTABLE ON SUSTAINABLE

COMMUNITIES
This past summer, the Obama administration called for an interagency review of federal
policies affecting fApl aces & conjunctiorr viittathe and met ropol i

Office of Management and Budget (OMB), the Domestic Policy Council and the National
Economic Council, the White House Office of Urban Affairs (WHOUA) was directed to
conduct an internal assessment of all federal programs and policies affecting cities and
metropolitan areasThe goal of the assessment is to identify ways for federal agencies to
work more effectively together to coordinate the policies, funding streams and program
reforms needed for the future.

To supplement this effort, the WHOUA asked the Brookings Metropolitan Policy
Program, National League of Cities, National Association of Regional Councils, National
Association of Counties and the United States Conference of Mayors to convene a small
group of experienced external stakeholders implementing place based strategies at the
state and local level.

On December 16, 2009, DHA Executive Director Ismael Guerrero represented the

Housing Authority at the Federal Roundtable on Sustainable Communities in
Washington, DC. The D. C. Visit also included members of t
representatives of the City and County of Denver.

The purpose of this roundtable was to provide the White House and federal agencies
with local perspectives for advancing integrated regional planning for sustainable
communities, ideas for reform and how to better coordinate federal polices based on local
and regional experiences.

Background: In September 2009, Mayor Hickenlooper and DHA facilitated a site visit of the South
Lincoln Homes with Administration and local elected officials during a national Urban
Sustainability Tour.

DHA Wins Stimulus Grants

ARRA funds boost public housing projects across Denver
December 2009

The Denver Housing Authority is getting the most out of its grant writing in winning five ARRA
funding opportunities.

The South Lincoln Park development project near the 10th and Osage light-rail station received $10 million in
ARRA funds to create a mixed-income, mixed-use, transit-oriented community in Denver.

In a remarkable accomplishment, the Denver Housing Authority recently won five of five
competitive grants for American Recovery & Reinvestment Act stimulus funds totaling
$27 million for public housing capital improvements. The funds include renovations and
new construction.

Of the $4 billion in ARRA stimulus money distributed by the U.S. Dept of Housing and
Urban Development earlier this year, $3 billion was assigned to public housing

nationwide based on the number of housing units held by the respective agencies. Denver,
with a total of 3,800 units, received roughly $7.8 million.
